Atlanta Walking Tours-A multitude of tours is available for visitors, from historic neighborhoods to prominent buildings. The Atlanta Preservation Center offers guided walking tours of neighborhoods such as Ansley Park, a 230-acre residential district developed in 1904; Druid Hills, where you will find the home used in "Driving Miss Daisy," Inman Park, one of Atlanta's first garden suburbs; and Historic Downtown, featuring several of Atlanta's landmark high-rise structures and tours of the Fox Theater. Chattahoochee River Fun- Sixteen recreation areas along a 48-mile stretch of the Chattahoochee River have been designated to conserve the river and provide entertainment such as leisurely raft rides and kayaking.
